EXPLANATORY GUIDE TO AERIS and the 2005-06 Current State Survey
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Career:
All firefighters are fully paid. No volunteers.

Composite:
There is a mixture of career and volunteer/part paid firefighters making up the firefighting complement.


EMS staff may constitute the full time staff only if firefighting is a core function of their positions.


A department having only a full time fire chief is not a composite fire department.

Contract: 
Firefighters are not direct employees of the municipality but are responsible to a Co-op, board or society that has a contractual arrangement with the municipality.


Does not pertain to services contracted between municipalities.

Volunteer/Part paid: firefighters are unpaid or are paid a basic honorarium, including annual honorarium, hourly rates for fires, on call or training.


Includes departments who employ a full time chief and/or deputy as their sole full time position(s).
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Regional 911, Regional dispatch: Emergency calls are answered and dispatched through a single, regional center (handling multiple municipalities).

Regional 911, Local Dispatch: 
Emergency calls are answered through a center and transferred to a local dispatch center.

Local 911, Local dispatch: 
Emergency calls are answered and dispatched through a local center dealing only with that municipality’s incident.

No 911, Local Dispatch: 
There is no 911 service available. 

Emergency calls are answered through a local 7 digit emergency number and dispatched locally.
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Firefighter Notification: 

· Refers to how the firefighters are alerted to respond.

Central Alarm to Station: 

Generally pertains to career departments and refers to a hard-wired notification system. 

If it includes pagers, radios, etc. please check all that apply.

Check all that apply to the department.
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Call Volume: captures the total emergency response numbers for the department, including ambulance calls if they provide that service.

Fire Response: 
All incidents where fire is the primary function, except grass/wildland. 

Where the incident is a motor vehicle collision involving fire standby for rescue, place under “Motor Vehicle Rescue”.

Grass/Wildland: 

All outdoor fires except vehicles.

Rescue: 
Any calls for rescue services, including water, technical, avalanche, etc. except motor vehicle collisions. 

Motor Vehicle Rescue: 
All incidents requiring fire department standby or rescue service for motor vehicle collisions. 

Medical Assist:
Incidents where fire apparatus is dispatched to assist ambulance crews, whether EMS is provided by department or not. 

Ambulance: 
Only applies if the department provides ambulance services as a part of its direct mandate. 


Does not apply if the ambulance is a separate division of the municipality or is provided by an outside agency.

HazMat:
Covers dedicated responses to hazardous materials, spills, releases and CBRN incidents.
Gas Leaks:
Applies to natural gas, H2S, propane and other such leaks or releases. 


If as a result of fire or explosion record under “Fires”.

Service Call:
miscellaneous assistance calls such as CO detectors, alarm malfunctions (not false alarms) from the public.

False Alarm:
Any emergency call resulting in a response as a result of erroneous information either accidentally or intentionally called in or as a result of an alarm system activation/failure. 

Other:
Any call not captured in the previous headings.

Total:
Total calls identified in the previous headings.
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Readiness Section:
Captures the apparatus and personnel available for response to incidents outside the municipal jurisdiction.


Apparatus and equipment listed in this site must be available for a minimum 2-week deployment, although it would likely be less.


Personnel listed here must be trained to a minimum ICS 200.


Fields in this section must be updated at least weekly between April 1 and September 30th or the information will be ignored by the reporting function.

Personnel:
Number of personnel available for dispatch to an incident outside the municipal boundaries.

Apparatus:
Multiple selection of the various engine, tender and truck company available for deployment. 


Select all those available and the number of units in each category.

Update:
Simply enter AERIS weekly and click the “SAVE” button at the top to update the system if there are no changes.


If there are changes, make them and click “SAVE”.
